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I. Purpose
To provide guidelines for the handling of illicit drugs which are found on or in Tarry House, Inc. property or in the possession of any Tarry House, Inc. staff, resident, visitor, volunteer or any other person on agency property.

II. Policy
It is the policy of Tarry House, Inc. that employees, residents, visitors and volunteers not be involved with the unlawful use, possession, sale or transfer of drugs or narcotics in any manner that may impair their ability to function or otherwise adversely effect the reputation of the agency.

III. Procedure
                 In the event that suspected marijuana, illicit drugs, narcotics, weapons or any other contraband are  

                 found in the possession of residents, employees, visitors, or volunteers on Tarry House grounds or 
                 property, the local police department is to be notified at once and the contraband released to the 

     investigating police officer. The local police department will take custody of all contraband and will 
 
     hold same until disposed of according to the provisions contained in Sec. 2933.41 of the Ohio  

     Revised Code. Failure to abide by this procedure will place all personnel in violation of State and 
 
     Federal laws. The Executive Director will also be notified and a major incident report will be
