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I. Purpose
Tarry House Respite will maintain a system for safe storage of medications for persons living in the Respite Facility.  
II. Policy
It is the policy of Tarry House Respite to provide appropriate guidelines to persons living in the Respite Facility in reference to the safe storage of medications.  The Staffs at the Tarry House Respite Facility will  not monitor the self-administration of medication while persons are living in this transitional facility but will provide information and locked storage units  so that persons served may secure his/her medications for the safety of all those living in the facility.  
III. Responsibilities
The Tarry House Respite Staff will provide instruction on the medication policy of the Respite Facility, have the person signoff that he/she understands the policy and provide the appropriate locks.
IV. Procedure
During admission to the facility all persons are given a medication box and a combination lock and are told that they are responsible for securing their medication in their assigned locker.
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
